
 

 

HOPE AND CHANGE

No, this is not a partisan political 
commentary.  I’m changing the en-
gine on my airplane and I HOPE to 
gain better performance by making 
the CHANGE, but the outcome has 
nothing to do with Washington, 
D.C.  It has everything to do with 
Oklahoma City and here’s why. 

My Air Camper was originally certi-
fied with a Continental A65 engine 
and certified McCauley aluminum 
prop on it.  I’ve overhauled an A75 
and have a new Culver wood prop 
to replace it with, thereby gaining 
ten additional horsepower while 
only requiring a new prop and a 
few minor changes to my airplane 
since the two engines are virtually 
identical in every dimension and 
accessory.  The 75 is essentially a 
65 that has internal changes to 
provide better cooling and lubrica-
tion at the higher RPM required for 
the extra horsepower (2600 RPM 
for the A75 vs. 2300 for the 65). 

All of that aside, as the day for 
starting the new engine neared I 
began to wonder about the paper-
work.  A change of this sort is con-
sidered a “major change”, which is 
defined in FAR 21.93 (in typical 
regulation speak) as anything that 
isn’t a minor change. A "minor 
change" is one that has no appre-
ciable effect on the weight, bal-
ance, structural strength, reliability, 

operational characteristics, or other 
characteristics affecting the airwor-
thiness of the product. All other 
changes are "major changes" and 
my new engine will certainly have 
an appreciable effect on 41CC’s 
operational characteristics or I 
wouldn’t be going to the trouble. 

For help in figuring out what I’d 
need to do to stay legal, I went to 
the EAA’s “Members Only” web-
site, specifically the “Homebuilders 
HQ” section.  Doing a search on 
“major change” turned up an excel-
lent discussion of operating limita-
tions, which provided some very 
good news for me but may not pro-
vide such good news for you, de-
pending on when your limitations 
were issued and what the inspec-
tor included (or didn’t include) in 
them.  My operating limitations 
were issued Sept. 28, 2002 so 
keep that in mind as you read the 
following from the EAA website in 
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Just six days from closing 
Flight Line Café, Evelyn visits 
her patrons to make sure her 
guests are well cared for.

response to a member’s inquiry on the subject 
(the link to this information is at 
http://members.eaa.org/home/govt/issues/operat
ing_limitations.asp) : 

“Your existing limitation may state: ‘Any major 
change to this aircraft, as defined by FAR 21.93, 
invalidates the Special Airworthiness Certificate 
issued for the aircraft.’ As you are probably 
aware, this statement means that even with  

written approval from your FSDO to do a major 
change to the aircraft, the airworthiness certifi-
cate (not these operating limitations) would no 
longer be valid - and they (the FAA) would have 
to inspect the aircraft and issue a new airworthi-
ness certificate and operating limitations.  If you 
requested and received amended operating limi-
tations that matched the current version of FAA 
Order 8130.2F, then the above issue would no 
longer apply.  Historically, that limitation has 
evolved (with the help of EAA). 

“Yours is an example of what was standard in 
1985 - any major changes required an FAA in-
spection and re-certification of the aircraft. As 
you can imagine, this created a major FAA 
FSDO workload.  In 1993 the limitation wording 
changed to ‘notify the FSDO prior to making any 
changes.’  Now it was no longer mandatory to 
get a new FSDO inspection if the FSDO ap-
proved your change data in writing. This re-
duced their workload by 50%, but you still had to 
get their approval in writing before starting with 
changing your aircraft.  

“In 1999 the limitation was changed [YESSS-!!]. 
No longer did the FSDO have to be notified of a 
major change. The aircraft owner now just had 
to make two entries in the logbook - one describ-
ing the major change, and after a minimum of a 
five hour test period, one showing that the safety 
of the aircraft (FAR 91.319) and the critical air-
speeds (Vx, Vy, Vso) had been reestablished. 

No FSDO workload [and a very happy Pietenpol 
owner!].  

“In 2004 the limitation changed again. In this 
change the owner has to obtain concurrence 
from the local FSDO as to the suitability of the 
proposed test flight area. FAR 91.305 provides 
the FAA guidance for this change. You can find 
the current limitation in FAA Order 8130.2F, 
paragraph 153b(19).  Updating your operating 
limitations is a paperwork procedure that does 
not require a reinspection of your aircraft.” 

So, the good news is that my airplane was built 
and certified in the perfect time and I’m going to 
hold onto my operating limitations as long as 
possible.  The EAA website goes on to recom-
mend that operating limitations be updated by 
owners whose airplanes have the very oldest 
and most restrictive limitations, but obviously 
mine are even better than the newest ones so 
I’m not going to update them.  The FAA does not 
offer the option of upgrading selectively… if you 
upgrade your limitations from earlier versions, 
you get the current one, which is better than 
many but not as good as the 1999-2004 version. 

I’ll make the entries in the logs, conduct a new 
aircraft weight & balance using the EAA 35 
scales (I’m a member of the club), go into Phase 
1 test for at least five hours with the new engine 
and prop, reestablish the critical airspeeds, and 
I’ll once again be back to normal operations.  
Like seeking out heavily loaded trains chugging 
along between Castroville and Hondo and mak-
ing strafing runs on them, or making simulated 
aerial pesticide applications on vacant fields, or 
looking for unsuspecting ultralights that I can set 
up in the crosshairs and then squeeze the trig-
ger on.  They say that the Piet is slow but the 
sky is patient.  My new engine is going to try the 
sky’s patience just a little bit less, if CHANGE 
works out the way I HOPE.

EAA Chapter 35 has been an airplane building organiza-
tion since 1957.

ERCOUPE RESTORATION PROJECT:  

The August program is led by John Kuhfahl. He is briefing 
us in restoration of the LSA Ercoupe airplane. His briefing 
will address the challenges in rebuilding an airplane de-
signed in 1931. My objective is to cover the early history 
of the Ercoupe prior to his briefing.  

The Ercoupe has many innovative design features. The 
airplane design results in an airplane that is safe, easy to 
fly, and incapable of spinning. The Ercoupe is a low wing 
monoplane. It was first manufactured by Engineering & 
Research Corporation (ERCO) just before WWII. It was 
designed to be the safest fixed-wing airplane that aero-
space engineering could provide at that time. John 
Weicks, Aeronautical engineer, and a group of co-workers 
designed and assembled an experimental airplane in 
1933. They worked on it in their spare time and paid for it 
themselves. The W-1 test airplane featured a tricycle land-
ing gear, a high parasol wing, and a pusher propeller con-
figuration. The single engine was for economy of opera-
tion. The tricycle gear was intended to prevent “nose-over” 
landing accidents. The design was influenced by the Stout 
Skycar and Hammond Y aircraft of 1934. The airplane 
made its first flight in October 1937 and was soon re-
named the Ercoupe. Ref. ERCO Ercoupe – 
http//en.wikipedia.org. 

John’s involvement in restoration the LSA airplane reflects 
the commitment of EAA Chapter 35 members for support 
of historic airplanes. We are looking forward to the Chap-
ter 35 photo presentation on August 8. 

APOLLO 11 

Where were you 40 years ago? The Historic Event:  Man 
landing on the moon because of President John Ken-
nedy’s commitment and the NASA Saturn V’s Apollo 11 
Program, July 20, 1969. NASA awarded The Boeing Com-
pany a contract to design & build the S-1C Bottom 
Booster of the Saturn V. I was an engineer with Boeing 
working on ground equipment; mechanical automated 
breadboard and high pressure cryogenic umbilical. As I 
look back at my time at the Michaud Plant (1965-70) in 

New Orleans Louisiana I can remember receiving a Zero-
Defect quality assurance award. The award allowed me to 
observe the static firing test of the S-1C Booster at the 
Mississippi Test Facility. That same booster was used to 
help place man on the moon. Five J-1 engines develop a 
total thrust of 1.5 million pounds. The static fire resembled 
the sound of a million rounds being fired all at once as I 
stood one mile away from the test site. The successful 
mission of placing man on moon allowed Boeing to give 
its employees an award. Boeing gave a Pioneer of Space 
Award to each employee working on the S-1C Bottom 
Booster. I may not remember where to find my Pioneer of 
Space Award without a major study, but I do remember 
the fond memories of working on the S-1C missile and of 
man walking on moon 40 years ago.   

WORLD RECORD FLIGHT for ALS – October 10, 2009 

Chapter 35 will be honored with the Around the World for 
ALS presentation at our October EAA General meeting. 
Carol Foy of Austin and CarolAnn set a new world record 
for flying a Mooney around the world last December in 8

What is a five-card poker run? 

A Poker Run is not a race. Five-card stud is the 
earliest form of the card game stud poker origi-
nating during the American Civil War and is less 
commonly played today than many other more 
popular poker games. It's a game of chance and 
an assembly of some of the neatest and most 
exotic aircraft. Even before the event begins, 
you can sense the burning fever of anticipation. 
Like all true flyers, Poker Runners are itching to 
head up to the open sky. But, like a proud eagle 
ready to soar, Poker Runners are rarin' to 
unleash full horsepower and get on the move. 

The Play...  

This was AeroEvent called five-card stud poker. 
Capt'n Bill held a pilot/player's briefing and then 
started the play. First card was dealt to all play-
ers. Players picked up their Second, Third, and 
Fourth street cards at airports in Castroville, De-
vine, and Hondo respectfully. This now makes 
up a four card hand for each player. Upon re-
turning to San Geronimo all players exposed 
their hands face-up. Players must donate $5.00 
to see the "River" card or fold. Only two players 
choose to continue. Capt'n Bill then dealt the 
river card which now gives the players five cards 
to determine their best hand. After the River 
card is dealt the player with the best hand out of 

five cards is the winner. Now, the winners: First 
Place goes to Ron O’Dea; and, second to Tim 
Bohrer. A drawing was held amongst the other 
players to determine the worst hand, and the 
award went to Phil Soliz. Phil was a visitor who 
participated as a passenger with Capt’n Bill.  

Signing on for a Poker Run means being part of 
a well organized, activity-oriented, fun filled, safe 
event. Naturally, it helps to have great weather, 
but equally important are the card stops and 
special hosts that cater to Poker Runners. Mr. 
Tim Fousse, Hondo Airport Manager was very 
helpful again. He is a strong advocate of Capt'n 
Bill's AeroFest activities and personally greeted 
each Poker Runner with liquid refreshments and 
donated 35 gallons of 100LL. Thanks Tim. 

Now, all is well, so watch for Capt'n Bill's an-
nouncement of another AeroEvent called 
"Capt'n Bill's Spot Landing Contest". 

FIVE CARD STUD POKER RUN RESULTS

My dream of an airplane design in 1965 was 
simple, innovative and potentially helpful to the 
world. Little did I know the future of current air-
plane designs? I chose the improved version of 
Henri Mignet’s Flying Flea, (aka, Pou du Ceil, 
literally means “Louse of the sky”). Henri Mignet 
was a French furniture manufacturer. His work 
with wood and bikes dates back to 1933. His air-
plane design is for a wood structure. This fits 
well with my French Cajun background. I love 
working with wood and we have an abundance 
of wood in Louisiana. I chose to build my first 
wooden design airplane, HM 293.  

This was at the same time I joined EAA Chapter 
261 at New Orleans (NOLA) Lakefront Airport, 
January 1966.  They introduced me to airplane 
designs of wood as well as CH-molly steel de-
signs. Fine Woods was my source of spruce.  
Aircraft Chrome-molly steel was in abundance in 
New Orleans area. The Pou is registered with 
the FAA. I can still remember the look of the 
FAA inspectors face as I talked about my plan 
for a Henri Mignet model HM 293.   

The Ultra-lite-Flea is designed as a low-cost 
home-built airplane. The airplane took shape on 
the second floor balcony of a one bedroom 
apartment. I woke neighbors every Saturday 
morning. I used a home-built table-saw with a 
high pitch sound for cutting spruce. Sawdust 
flew all over the place. The wood was moved to 
the living room for rib assembly. As the airplane 
took shape the fuselage moved to the family 
bedroom. What a challenge in convincing my 
school teacher wife that it was the right thing to 
do.   

Working with wood leaves you with a warm feel-
ing. But always remember, “Measure twice, cut 
once.”
