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YOU CAN'T FAIL A FLIGHT REVIEW

By Bob Cabe

Are you current? The Federal Aviation Regulations
are very liberal with regard to the requirements for
the flight review. FAR 61.56 says that the flight re-
view will consist of a minimum of one hour of ground
training and one hour of flight training and that a
flight review is required every 24 months. It must
include (1) a review of the operating and flight rules
in FAR part 91 and (2) maneuvers that demonstrate
that the pilot can “safely exercise the privileges of the
pilot certificate”. That'’s it.

The good thing is that the instructor and the pilot de-
termine which maneuvers are appropriate. They
may vary depending on the type of aircraft and the
ratings of the pilot.

I've given many flight reviews to Chapter 35 mem-
bers over the past several years. I'd like to provide
some observations.

1. Relax! You can't fail a flight review. If you should
draw a blank on some of the questions during the
oral portion, or if you should do poorly on some of
the flight maneuvers, you'll get an hour of
“instruction” in your log book. That's all. There is no
mention of a failure of any kind. If your instructor
does not endorse your log book for a successful
flight review, you'll just get to try it again.

2. Do your instructor a favor. Schedule the flight
review before your existing review expires. If your
flight review is overdue, you can not serve as the
pilot in command (PIC). That means that the instruc-
tor acts as the PIC and there are liability considera-
tions. | know instructors who refuse to give a flight
review unless the recipient is still current.

3. Be ready for the oral. This isn’t difficult. Know
your aircraft. Know the appropriate speeds (rotation,
glide, best rate of climb, best angle of climb) and
weights (empty, gross, useful load, useful load with
full fuel, center of gravity considerations).

Review the FARs before the oral. Most instructors
will expect you to be somewhat familiar with airspace
(classes A, B, C, D, E, G, restricted, prohibited, alert,
etc.). Have a general understanding of the proce-
dures and equipment required for flying in various

categories of airspace.

Additionally, review things like VFR weather mini-
mums, fuel requirements, cruising altitudes, flight
following and engine out procedures.

4. The flight review is for your benefit. If there are
specific things you want to accomplish during the
review, have a list ready. Talk to your instructor
about your expectations. The instructor will normally
request the typical maneuvers, such as slow flight,
steep turns and stalls. But if you want instruction in
other things (short field landings, cross wind land-
ings, GPS navigation, etc.), be sure to make your
desires known. | flew with a Chapter member who
wanted experience flying in the SAT class C air-
space, so that was a part of his flight review.

The one area in which | normally see marginal per-
formance is emergency procedures. What do you do
when the engine quits? Many pilots do not have a
procedure. Their minds are spring-loaded to find a
suitable off-airport site and set up for a dead stick
landing. That's fine, but what else will you do?

Have a plan. Many do not think to try a restart.
Some do not know how to try a restart. Some addi-
tional considerations: Call for help. You're probably
already on some usable frequency. If you have time,
tune 121.5 and call. Squawk 7700 if you have time.
If an off-airport landing is certain, remember to pre-
pare yourself and the airplane for impact (seat belts,
fuel, mixture, magnetos, master, door ajar, etc.).
Procedures will vary depending on the type of air-
craft.

The two most important rules are: (1) Crash under
control! A stall/spin scenario is generally fatal. (2)
Make every effort to stay upright. Most forced land-
ings are survivable if these two rules are followed.

These are just the thoughts of one instructor. What
I've mentioned are basic considerations. Other in-
structors may approach the flight review differently.
However, remember that the flight review is required
for a pilot’'s currency and it is your opportunity to
evaluate your own skills. Make the best of your flight
review.
