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In August of 2004, I did the one thing I said I would 
never do…I sold my beloved RV6! It now resides in 
merry old England with a new registration reflecting 
it’s old home state…G-TEXS. But, that’s another 
story. 

RV withdrawal began immediately! An unfinished 
RV8 QB was available locally and within a week or 
two of selling the RV6, the new kit established resi-
dency in my garage and the fun began one more 
time. 

Purchasing an unfinished project is different than 
getting one new from the factory. The inventory still 
needs to be done, but you may have a bunch of ad-
ditional stuff to look at and you have to allow for parts 
that have already been used, lost or installed into the 
kit. You have to look at work already finished and 
decide if you can live with it or want to redo it to your 
own personal standards and you have to learn to live 
with any minor dings that may have happened along 
the way. In my case, some work had already been 
done, but not a lot.  The tail feathers were mostly 
completed and the fuselage was on the gear.  It was 
actually pretty cool having a canoe on wheels in my 
garage the very first day. 

What to do first! With the inventory behind me, I 
started to decide what I wanted in a completed 
plane. An all electric panel with EFIS, a fuel injected 
180 HP engine, removable floors, night flight capa-
ble, autopilot, custom consoles for all the switches 

and knobs, etc. This gave me something to get 
started on and allowed me to lighten my check book 
almost immediately. The big decision for power was 
to go with an ECI Titan IO 360 parallel valve 
“Lyclone” kit engine with the vertical sump. For elec-

tronics, I ordered two Blue Mountain Avionics 
G3 EFIS and an autopilot, Electronics Interna-
tional engine gauges, a King radio and trans-
ponder and a whole box full of switches, fuses, 
wire and connectors. Oh, and don’t forget, this 
is a perfect opportunity to buy new tools!!! 

While I was waiting for delivery of all the good-
ies, it was time to do some real metal cutting, 
rivet pounding work on the fuselage. The 
floors all came out and were remade to create 
separate removable sections, eight in all. That 
meant a lot of nut plates and rivets needed to 
be installed inside the fuselage. I lost count of 

how many there actually are in there, but there’s a 
lot! I used oops rivets to hold in the nut-plates, which 
makes it much easier to countersink, and broke 
down and got an A and C type pneumatic rivet 
squeezer. (The A type has alligator jaws and the C 
type is like the normal hand squeezer.) I never really 
used a pneumatic squeezer prior to this, but let me 
tell you, they are GREAT! Then, the same thing on 
the baggage compartment pieces…more nut-plates. 
I was about ready to buy stock in a nut-plate factory 
at the rate I was using them. 

Next came consoles. For those of you who know 
George Meketa and have seen his RV8, you know it 
is a beautiful plane.  Well, with his permission, I cop-
ied a lot of things from his plane and suited them to 
my tastes, which were very close to what he had 
done. My decision to create consoles was one of 
those things that, after you are all done, you look 
back on and say….what was I thinking!!! Any time 
you deviate from the plans, the domino effect ap-
plies, and it really did in the case of adding consoles. 
Thank goodness I had George’s previous experience 
to get me started on a design.

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   By the way, there are a lot of, you guessed it, nut-
plates in the consoles. 

Finally, the engine kit arrived! I decided to assemble 
the engine from the kit so it was inventory time, 
again! My kit came from AERO, Inc, an ECI dealer in 
Granite City, IL. I can’t say enough good about their 
assistance when I needed guidance or a part, etc. As 
in any engine build or OH, all the parts needed to be 
cleaned and painted, where appropriate, and the 
proper tools and lubricants obtained. Since the Titan 
engine is a Lycoming clone, they did not provide a 
manual and everything was based off of the Lycom-
ing OH manual, so nothing really new there. I found 
the quality of the kit to be of high quality; however, I 
did run into a few problems. ECI provides engine 
parts only, and they rely on their dealers to sell the 
kits and provide all of the hardware, such as nuts, 
bolts, some brackets, ignition, fuel systems and any 
other accessories you may desire. In my case, I sub-
stituted the ECI sump for an AERO, Inc. vertical in-
duction sump, so they made the arrangements and 
the substitution of parts and provided the appropriate 
fuel injection system. The hardware kit was pretty 
complete, but I did identify some changes and addi-
tions that needed to be made. It’s wonderful being an 
early adopter!  The engine kit arrived during the 2004 
Thanksgiving week and by Christmas I had 
a completed engine hanging on the fuse-
lage. Merry Christmas and Happy New 
Year!!! The baffling was initially installed 
according to VAN’s plans, but in the end I 
decided to go with a plenum, which I made 
from aluminum stock. It was just another 
chance to use a bunch more nut-plates! 
Hoses, cables, brackets and baffling still 
needed to be done, but those could wait till 
later 

The next few months were spent fitting the 
cowling and the canopy and working on 
the canopy skirt. There was lots of fiber-
glass work involved in these areas and I 
have to put a plug in for anybody who has 
built, or is building, a composite airplane.  

The radios, EFIS and other gauges and switches 
came while I was working on the engine so I decided 
to tackle wiring before the fuselage was closed up. 
What I thought would take a few weeks, at most, 
took several months! Since the plane was to be all 
electric, at least there wasn’t any vacuum plumbing 
to contend with, I did opt for a back up alternator, a 
small back up battery to power up the two EFIS and 
an essential bus to isolate necessary equipment. 
Electric trim added to the wiring. Using the Infinity 
stick grip, I was able to put the trim, flaps, fuel boost 
pump, starter, radio flip/flop and AP disconnect 
switches all on the grip. (This seems like a lot, but 
now that I have used it, it is second nature to use.) 
Thanks again to George for helping me with wiring 
plans and an introduction to electrical relays. 

As the wiring progressed, I thought I was working in 
a spaghetti factory, but eventually everything got 
routed and tie wrapped in place. The removable 
floors really came in handy since a lot of electrical 
components and wires are hidden under them. (Now 
that I had stock in the nut plate factory, I considered 
investing in an electrical connector factory.) One tip I 
gleaned form Electronics International, was a way to 
number my wiring.

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   They just write on a piece of yellow heat shrink, with 
a Sharpie, and shrink it on the. I did the same and in 
some cases covered it with clear heat shrink to help 
preserve the writing. You can actually purchase a 
small labeler that prints onto the heat shrink, but I got 
cheap all of a sudden. Another good part about all 
electric, was you can put connecters on everything in 
the panel to make it removable. I am able to discon-
nect all of the radios and gauges and lift out the 
panel with everything installed. This made it really 
simple to install and I was able to put it in and out 
several times without a lot of problem. For switch 
labels and placards, I went to a local hobby shop and 
selected some gray plastic stock and they engraved 
the lettering on the back side, in reverse, so you 
could read it from the front. The plastic was easy to 
trim and looks great installed. I would recommend 
this to anyone. 

With the major part of wiring behind me, (wiring is 
never completely finished!) it was time to start clos-
ing up the fuselage. After riveting on the front skin, 
the final installation of the windscreen began, which 
meant more fiberglass work. Following that was 
mounting the tail and installing the empennage fair-
ing….you guessed it, more fiberglass! 

Finally, it was time for the wings. To make room for 
that, the fuselage had to make the trip to the hangar, 
which went smoothly….thank goodness. 

The QB wings are basically completed by the fac-
tory, but you still have to mate the flaps and ailerons 
to the wing and properly align them. Not a tremen-
dously big chore, but time consuming all the same. 
Installation of the aileron bellcrank is straightforward, 
as is the installation of  the pitot tube and plumbing 
and any associated wiring or conduits for the wing tip 
lighting. In my case, the roll servo for the AP was 
installed in the right wing tip, but even that was ba-
sic. The only wing skin requiring riveting is the bot-
tom outer skin. With the proper planning, and a cer-
tain amount of flexibility on your part, this skin can be 
riveted on by one person….ask me how I know! The 
wing tips can be installed before the wings are in-
stalled on the fuselage, using VAN’s method, but I 

waited till they were on the plane. Worked for me. 
After mounting the wings, all of the plumbing for the 
tanks was finished and the gas gauge senders 
sealed inside the tank. I got lucky and didn’t have 
any tank leaks except at one or two fittings, which 
required tightening. 

Final assembly went quickly and the inspection went 
well. Ronald Morton, an ABDAR out of Elm Creek, 
came over and did the inspection. Ron and his wife 
Dee work as a team. Dee works with you to get all of 
the paper work in order and Ron does the inspection. 
The paper work is actually fairly painless, assuming 
that your registration is already complete from the 
FAA and you have your N number. Two forms need 
to be notarized, so everything gets done prior to in-
spection day. Working with Ron and Dee was easy 
and enjoyable and I would recommend them to any-
one. The FAA was also fairly easy to work with. In 
my case, I was the third owner of the kit, so I had a 
few hurdles to overcome in order to get everything 
straightened out. The first owner had registered the 
kit and obtained an N number. I wanted a different 
one and also had to get all the paperwork changed 
over to me. In my case, it took two calls to Oklahoma 
City for information and only one form had to be re-
done. I would recommend that anyone working on 
registering a homebuilt, allow at least 90 days for the 
FAA to review all of the documentation and send the 
registration forms back. This would allow for one cy-
cle of correcting errors. After the inspection, if you 
want the repairman certificate, you will be required to 
visit the FSDO personally. This also went without a 
hitch, so overall, the paperwork, although time con-
suming, isn’t that bad. One side note, I wanted to get 
in the air and asked about the lights. Do they need to 
be installed for the inspection if I want to fly at night 
or would I need another inspection later to approve 
them? Turns out, I got it inspected with out the lights 
and I can add them later with a log book entry allow-
ing flight at night.

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As of this writing, I have just over twenty hours of 
flight time and am in the process of  tweaking all of 
the systems, exploring the operating limits and iden-
tifying all of the different flight regimes, including the 
really fun stuff like loops and rolls and any other 
aerobatic maneuvers you plan to do after the test 
period. With all of the new electronic gadgets, there 
are also a lot of parameters that have to be identi-
fied, calibrated and input. All of this is time consum-
ing, but just part of the complete entertainment pack-
age. I love it!!! 

To me, the building process is quite enjoyable and I 
plan to do it again. VAN’s kits are extremely builder 
friendly and even a novice should be able to com-
plete the kit, especially considering the network of 
information and assistance available either over the 
internet or from local EAA chapters, not to mention 
VAN’s itself. For those of you who are curious how 
the new kits compare to the older ones, here are my 
thoughts. My RV6 was a 1994 vintage slow build and 
the RV8 was a 1998 vintage pre-punched QB. The 
difference is enormous. Although there is still plenty 
to do in the QB, it is much easier to assemble and 
the chance for making errors is greatly reduced. 
More parts are finished for you and of course, a lot of 
the repetitive stuff, like measuring, drilling deburring, 
dimpling and riveting is done for you in the QB. Time 
to build the QB RV8 was about 1500 hours, over 20 
months, while time to build the RV6 was about 2300 
hours, over 2 ½ years. (However, I actually assem-
bled the engine and built more custom stuff for the 
RV8, including a much more sophisticated electrical 
system, so that added at least 400 hrs to the total.) 
There is no comparison to the two kits. The newer 
kits are that much better! 

Without the help from my local friends I would not 
have been able to do things like rivet the top skin, 
install the wings, design all of the systems and trou-
ble shoot the early problems so special thanks go to 
George Meketa (RV8), Bob Cabe (RV6), George 
Houston, Steve Murley (RV7), Ron Carson (RV7), 
my wife Kathy and everyone else who provided input 
and support. 

If you are considering building a kit airplane, I can 
definitely recommend any of the VAN’s kits. There 
are other kits out there and I can not comment on 
them, but I guarantee you that the VAN’s kits are 
great. That’s why there are so many of them flying 
today. 

Now that the building process is coming to a close 
and the plane is flying, I plan to attend the EAA 
chapter meetings on a regular basis. Weather per-
mitting, we will be there for the next meeting.  
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One of the best-received programs in a long 
time featured the original design of chapter 
member Bruce King.  And although Bruce has 
received lots of publicity about this slick VW 
powered single-seater, we were really privileged 
to be able to see the airplane up close. 

Bruce presented a Power Point program, which 
along with his lively and humorous banter, kept 
the members very interested.  Along with myriad 
details about the airplane, Bruce showed a video 
clip of the pilot’s line of sight flying the BK-1 up 
the Guadalupe River from 
New Braunfels to Canyon 
Lake.  In order to see exactly 
what the pilot sees, Bruce 
had fashioned a helmet 
mount for his digital camera.  
The effect was really quite 
extraordinary, and is further 
testament to his innovative 
approach to all he does. 

At this time, there are about 
a dozen BK-1’s being built 
from Bruce’s CAD plans, 
which are constantly being 

upgraded via builder feedback. 

Bruce has flown the airplane to Oshkosh and 
Sun N’ Fun, and reports a 130 MPH cruise on 
under four gallons an hour.  While Bruce is no 
lightweight, the airplane is capable of hosting 
pilots up to 6’ 4” and 250 pounds.  Building time 
is estimated at 2000 hours. 

One of our most respected builders in Chapter 
35, Paul McReynolds, paid Bruce a very high 
compliment when he noted that the “part count” 
was extremely low.  The overall simplicity of the 
design, the visual attractiveness and out-
standing performance makes this little beauty a 
sure winner.  When Bruce states that, the air-
plane can be completed for $7000—ready to 
fly—it created quite a buzz among the mem-
bers. 

Thanks, Bruce for such a delightful evening.  
We look forward to seeing you and the BK-1 at 
Oshkosh again this year, and we anticipate the 

Hondo nighttime Christmas parade where the 
BK-1 was an award winning float centerpiece in 
2005.  We should repeat this year with Bruce 
dressed as Santa in Santa’s “new sleigh!”   NW 
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Harlan Tibbitts Feeds the Masses 
Chapter attendees at the June meeting were 
treated to a scrumptious tamale dinner, thanks 
to chapter Life Member Harlan Tibbitts.  While 
many of us know of Harlan’s very diverse avia-
tion career, we weren’t really aware of his ability 
to organize and conduct a dinner party. 

Unfortunately, when the diners gave him a rous-
ing cheer, Harlan had already slipped out the 
door carrying utensils out to his vehicle. 

Thanks, Harlan, for showing us all that the most 
senior gent in the chapter can do more than his 
part!
