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All week long I had planned on fly-
ing to Mexico, MO to attend the 
Corvair Day at the Zenith Aircraft 
Factory. Thursday morning, I 
changed my mind about going. I 
figured it was a long trip for a very 
short visit. My wife (Sandra), the 
dog, and I decided to go visit my 
family in Dallas instead.  

The trip up there and about half 
way back went fine. About 20 
miles east of Temple, TX, I started 
noticing a light, but more than nor-
mal vibration. A scan of the engine 
instruments didn’t reveal any prob-
lem. It probably took me about 60 
seconds to decide to turn back to 
an airport that I had just passed 
over about 20 miles back. As I be-

gan the turn the vibration became 
much worse. Immediately, I pulled 
the throttle to idle.  

I hadn’t asked for flight following, 
but was listening to Gray Approach 
as I knew they had the Temple/Ft. 
Hood area. “Gray Approach this is 
Experimental 282RS. I have an 
engine failure.” God, I was hoping 
I’d never have to say that! They 
found me on radar and told me 
there was a runway about 12 miles 
north of me. That’s where I was 
originally planning on going, but I 
didn’t have a visual on it and the 
ground was coming up pretty 
quickly.

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I let them know that I didn’t feel I could 
make it that far and I was going to pick 
a field below and go for it.  

They asked if I could copy a number 
and let them know we were ok. I can 
remember thinking that my cell phone 
would be useless out here in the mid-
dle of nowhere, but took the number 
anyway.  

Pick a field, any field. There were lots 
to choose from. I can recall that some 
instructor told me that indecision can 
kill you. We’ll take that one…no power 
lines, no irrigation, no livestock, plenty 
of room. It looked like an un-kept pas-
ture.  I’m still about 2000 feet up. Let’s get the 
emergency landing checklist done, engine off, 

fuel off, main off, seatbelts securely fastened. 
The prop stops and we are committed to land in 
that field.  

The field is getting closer and I still have too 
much altitude and too much speed. A few S 

turns to bleed off the remaining energy. Sandra 
hates it when I do that for fun. I reassured 
her that everything was ok and that I had 
to do that so we didn’t pass up the field. 
We finally pass over the fence. The plane 
wants to float instead of land.  It turns out 
that the vegetation is deeper that I thought 
and much rougher. After a bumpy rollout 
we finally come to a stop. Get the seat-
belts off and get out! Sandra is worried 
about bringing along something, I don’t 
even remember what. I just want to get 
everyone out and verify that no fuel is 
leaking or worse, burning. A quick look 
around and all I see damaged is the nose 
gear pants. I wiggled the prop and it was 
apparent that the crank had broken.   

What do we do now? I can’t see the road from 
where the plane sits. I see a couple of houses 
about a half mile to the west, so that’s were we 
start going.

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Not knowing how long we were going to be out 
there or how far we were going to have to walk, 
we gather up our only bottle of water, a couple 
of packages of peanut butter crackers, the GPS,  
and my navigation map. It turns out that the field 
is an oat field that had been beaten down by the 
recent storms. The oats were still a bit tall for 
Sandra and the dog to try 
to walk through.  

After a few minutes, we 
see the Sheriffs car go 
screaming by, never both-
ering to slow down. A cou-
ple of minutes later a State 
Trooper goes by, then a 
fire truck. They can’t see 
us. We’re too far from the 
road. Finally a pickup truck 
sees us and drives out to 
the field. It’s the local Vol-
unteer Fire Department. 
Soon we had a crowd of 
rescue folks there as well 
as a hand full of local residents.  We escape 
with the Deputy as the news crew shows up. 

The Deputy took us to their office while we 
waited for Sandra’s brother to pick us up. While 
we were waiting I contacted Norris Warner who 
graciously volunteered to arrange a retrieval 
party.  

We were to meet the next day (Sunday) at 7:30 
am for the long trip. Norris had arranged for 2 
pickups with trailers along with Jack Ridgeway 
and Don Woodham.  

When we arrived at the field, a kid showed up on 
his 4-wheeler. Not wanting to destroy the 
farmer’s field any more than we had already, I 
asked if he would be willing to use the 4-wheeler 

to pull my plane up to the road. He agreed. By 
the time we got over to the road, more help from 
the locals had showed up. It took us about 1 ½ - 
2 hours to defuel, remove the wings, and load 
everything on the trailers.  

What a weekend…I think I’m ready for a quiet 
week at work. Thanks for everyone’s help!

Roger is a retired Air Force Officer who served his last 
tour of duty in SEA with Norris as his roommate.  Roger 
and wife Jean have a son, Phillip, who is currently serving 

his second tour in Iraq as an Army helicopter pilot. 
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The Sun-n-Fun fly-in is no longer an EAA event.  
It has become a commercial venture.  Knowing 
that, we were a bit anxious about attending this 
year.  I enjoy the fly-in for a number of reasons.  
The primary one is that it is an excuse for my 
twin brother Joe and I to get together and “hang 
out”.  So we decided to give it a try.  It turned 
into a great trip. 

We had a plan.  I would leave San Geronimo on 
Wednesday afternoon and get as far 
as I could before dark.  Joe would be in 
a Cherokee Archer III with his daugh-
ter, Ellen and a friend, Jim, and would 
depart Akron, Ohio at 0500 on Thurs-
day.  We would meet at Williston, Flor-
ida, about 85 miles north of Lakeland, 
and finish the trip together.  My son 
Jon, would fly in from New York on Fri-
day night.  The plan worked perfectly. 

The first part of the flight was at 6,500 
feet above a scattered to broken deck 
of clouds.  The clouds disappeared in 
less than an hour and I did not see an-
other cloud the rest of the way to Flor-
ida.  I’m a strong believer in flight fol-
lowing and it worked fine.  Houston approach 
even cooperated as I sailed right through their 
Class B airspace.  My first destination was Sten-
nis International; a very nice, uncontrolled airport 
east of New Orleans.  Flying overhead, the air-
port seemed deserted and there did not seem to 
be a motel nearby.  With over an hour of daylight 
left, I decided to press on to Mobile.  It was a 
beautiful flight.  I flew three hours and forty min-
utes at about 150 knots.  The only “downer”, 
was the price of gas at more than $4/gallon.  
The FBO offered a crew car, but said I had to be 
back at 0700 the next morning.  No problem. 

The next morning was CAVU.  The next leg of 

the trip was in perfectly smooth air in a cloudless 
sky.   

The next stop was Williston, where I only had to 
wait 45 minutes for the rest of our crew to arrive 
from Ohio.  After fuel, cokes and crackers, we 
were a flight of two the rest of the way to Lake-
land.  Ellen was flying with me.  She is a check 
ride short of her private and loved the RV-6. 

We had studied the approach procedures and 
had no problem at all getting into the airport.  
For the most part, pilots know what to do and fly 
correctly.  There are always a few who just can’t 
seem to get it right.  The FAA controllers do a 
great job of handling them.  We set up our tents 
in the general aviation camping area, just off the 
west end of runway 27. 

The fly-in was about the same as last year.  The 
weather was perfect, except for Saturday night 
(more about that later).  We couldn’t tell much 
different from an EAA managed event.  Camping 
is still too costly.  The food is still expensive.  But 
there is still a lot to see.  The attendance 
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seemed to be down this year.  We attributed that 
to the price of fuel.  The air shows are always 
impressive.  This year, a highlight was the first 
public appearance of the new Air Force fighter, 
the Raptor.  It really gets your attention when it 
uses about 4,000 feet of runway on takeoff and 
then goes vertical to about 10,000 feet.  Ellen 
and Jon talked to the pilot and he told them, with 
vectored thrust, it will comfortably fly at 65 knots. 

Joe had just completed his RV-6.  I went to Ak-
ron in March and did the first flight for him.  He 
wanted to get some stick time before he venture 
out solo, so he and I flew my RV for about 2 ½ 
hours on Saturday.  We flew to Lake Wales air-
port and had the place to ourselves.  After about 
a dozen landings, he was feeling a lot better 
about saddling up his airplane.  On the way back 
to LAL, our timing was not quite right.  We had 
to make five circuits of Lake Parker in a holding 
pattern while the tower changed runways from 
27 to 09.  We didn’t count, but we had a lot of 
company.  When we were cleared to proceed to 
the airport, we were in trail behind another air-
plane, at the prescribed airspeed and altitude.  
You can imagine our surprise when we looked 
up to see one of the few flying Adams A-500 
twins, about 50 feet (yep, I said “fifty” feet) di-
rectly above us, and going about five knots 
faster than the RV.  He held his altitude.  We 
held our altitude and our breath, and all was 
well. 

We enjoyed the airplanes and the air shows.  
Jim and his father, who was a P-51 pilot in the 
war, are building a T-51, so Jim spent some time 
looking at the demonstration T-51s that were in 
attendance. 

On the way back from dinner that night, we saw 
some flashes of lighting off in the distance to the 
north.  We were not concerned, because the 

forecast said nothing about rain.  The forecast 
was wrong.  At 0230 we experienced a very im-
pressive thunderstorm.  The lightning and thun-
der were right on top of us.  The wind and the 
rain were severe.  By Sunday morning, it had 
passed, but we had to roll up some very wet 
things for the trip home. 

We departed LAL at about 0930 Sunday morn-
ing.  There was a very thin, widely scattered 
layer of clouds at about 1,000 feet.  Turning 
north, we could see that the clouds would very 
quickly become a solid under cast with tops at 
about 2,500 feet.  The sky above was so clear 
and blue it took your breath away and the air 
was silky smooth.  The clouds below were the 
whitest white you can imagine.  The weather 
called for clear skies from central Georgia all the 
way to Ohio and the same conditions were fore-
cast from Panama City to Texas.  The Cherokee 
headed north and the RV steered northwest.  

As I approached Panama City the clouds 
abruptly cleared.  The Cherokee would also find 
clear skies in central Georgia.  I followed the gulf 
coast from Panama City westward.  Navigation 
could not be easier and the view was beautiful.  
Landing at Stennis I could still see damage from 
Katrina.   The self serve gas pump was still out 
of commission, but the service was good and I 
was on my way in no time.  Houston approach 
was again cooperative and the only complaint 
was that the ride for the last hour was very 
bumpy. 

It was a good trip.  The RV performed nicely.  I 
averaged just about 150 knots for the entire trip.  
I flew a total of 17.1 hours.  I got to spend quality 
time with Joe, Ellen, Jon and Jim.  I experienced 
some of God’s wonders, the power of a thunder-
storm and the beauty of His creation.  What a 
fortunate man I am.

How Well the EAA Texas Fly-In Did In 2006

By every measure, the 42nd Annual EAA South-
west Regional Fly-In was bigger and better than 
at any other time over the past ten years: atten-
dance, aircraft, automobiles, campers both air 
and auto, exhibitors, forums and numbers of vol-
unteers all increased. 
 
Attendance for the two-and-a-half-day Fly-In 
was 6,100, a thirty-five percent increase over 
Hondo in 2005, and a fifty-two percent increase 
over 2004.  It was the largest number of people 
to attend the SWRFI in ten years. 
 
Seven-hundred sixty aircraft flew to Hondo, a 
forty-six percent gain from 2005 as well as the 
greatest number in ten years. 
 
Automobiles parked:  1,025, a twenty-eight 
percent increase since 2005, and more than 
twice as many as all but one of the years from 
1997 through 2004. 

 
Campers numbered 210.  They camped beside 
their airplanes.  They hooked up to electric 
power with highway R-Vs - to distinguish from 
RVs that fly.  They pitched tents within walking 
distance of the brand-new outdoor showers.  We 
can't break down the camper count by catego-
ries, but the grand total is ninety percent larger 
than 2005 clearly, camping is a big part of the 
EAA Fly-In experience. Happily, Hondo airfield 
has plenty of room for more of it. 
 
The counts of attendees, aircraft and campers 

were certainly swelled by the outstanding 
weather for the second weekend in May, which 
began with night temperatures in the 'fifties, and 
good breezes plus high 'eighties during after-
noons. 
 
In early morning, winds were calm or very light, 
giving powered-parachute and ultra-light aircraft 
pilots ideal conditions. Their brightly colored 
canopies filled the sky above the aircraft camp-
ing site at the end of runway 8. 
 
Seventy-three exhibitors filled a large hangar 
and spread along the parking ramp in tents.  
Demonstrators of Light Sport Aircraft were par-
ticularly prominent and busy. 
 
SWRFI Forums numbered thirty-eight, and 
were well attended, especially those given by 
Mike Melville, the first civilian astronaut and 
pilot of Spaceship One two years ago above 
the Mojave.  This was the largest number of 
Forums in the past ten years. 
 
Most importantly, the count of Volunteers 
reached 225, the largest number of people in-
volved in making the Fly-In a success since we 
began keeping track of them in 2001.  Volun-
teers are the life-blood of any EAA Fly-In, with-
out whom its operations would be simply impos-
sible.  Plans are already being made to increase 
the number of volunteers at the 2007 EAA 
Texas Fly-In, to be held at Hondo, Texas during 
May 12th and 13th next year. 
 
The Texas Fly-In is an annual sponsored event 
of the Experimental Aircraft Association's South-
west Regional Fly-In.
