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MAY MEETING PHOTOS

Do you own a two-seat ‘fat’ ultralight vehicle?  
Examples include two-seat Quicksilvers, Falcon 
XLs, Trikes, etc.  You should be aware that FAA 
Part 103 exemptions, and more specifically the 
‘Two Place Training Exemption’, 3784M, permit 
you to continue to offer training in your vehicle 
through January 31st, 2008.  You should also be 
aware that, should your vehicle not be registered 
and deemed airworthy by that date, it will not be 
grandfathered, and could be grounded forever.  
You could end up the proud owner of a lawn or-
nament. 

FAA and EAA have published some timelines to 
help you determine how you’re progressing to-
ward processing your vehicle to become an Ex-

perimental Light Sport Aviation aircraft by the 
deadline.  If you haven’t started yet, you may be 
a little behind the curve.  Chapter 35 member 
Kris Niswonger recently began the process for 
his own Quicksilver MXL-II, and has agreed to 
keep us posted on his progress. 

EAA has developed a useful kit, containing in-
structions, forms, decals and dataplate, and has 
made it available to members for only $12.99.  
It’s quite a bargain. 

The new E-LSA Conversion Kit includes every-
thing you need to convert an ultralight to the new 
experimental-light-sport aircraft category. In-
cluded in the all-inclusive kit is a 15-page, Step-
By-Step Conversion Guide that walks you 
through the entire process. 

The guide clearly explains the FAA aircraft regis-
tration (N-number) process, including how to get 
a custom N-number. You'll also learn how to 
prepare for and undergo the airworthiness in-
spection. For example, where to install the 
"EXPERIMENTAL" sticker and fireproof data-
plate. EAA's E-LSA Conversion Kit even in-
cludes the sticker and dataplate.

·  Zesty Italian Dressing 

·  Salt, as required 

·  Pepper, as required 

Standard Disclaimer:  

Just like a masterpiece, the Cajun 
Shrimp Pasta Salad Recipe (for 
40 P.E.) will never be fin-
ished. Most Cajuns do not have a 
recipe for it. But I can tell you how 
Gail & I made it.  

Directions: 

Cook and drain colored cork 
screw noodles. 

While pasta cooks, stem & clean
