I've looked in the Farmer's Alma-
nac and in my pocket calendars 
that list the seasons and holidays 
and can't find it.  Not in the Texas 
Parks & Wildlife's pamphlet listing 
all the various sport seasons, not 
on the newspaper sports page, not 
in the events calendars, not listed 
anywhere that I can find.  There is 
no official “Flying Season”.  Here in 
south Texas, as much as any-
where in the south or even in the 
tropics, flying is something that we 
can enjoy most of the year except 
when “The Clag” moves in and 
hangs around. 

Instrument pilots know “The Clag”.  

They live for the days when they 
can fly approaches down to mini-
mums, fly enroute in “the stuff” and 
on the gauges, log “actual”, and 
although we get our share of it 
down here, it's not enough for the 
instrument types to stay current in 
actual instrument conditions or for 
us to justify owning dual glass 
screens on the panel.  No, we're 
mostly blessed with some pretty 
decent flying weather down here 
and it's only the occasional ground 
fog or low ceiling that requires in-
strument skills to bring us in or out 
of San Antonio airspace.  But boy, 
when we need it- we really need it! 

So what is flying season?  Is the

middle of it the long hot summer days when we 
do our preflight inspections while dripping with 
perspiration, hurrying through checklists so we 
can fire up the engine and get up where the air 
is cool?  Is the beginning of it when we can push 
open the hangar doors in the morning, itching to 
go fly, and not have to preheat the engine or 
worry about frost on the flying surfaces?  Is the 
end of it when it rains every other day and we 
really don't want to dodge showers just to go out 
and see what the water level is at Medina Lake?  
Is flying season over when it takes more plan-
ning and wonder-
ing before we go 
fly than to just 
“kick the tires and 
light the fires”?  
And, more to the 
point, is flying 
season over 
when it's just not 
fun to be up 
there, wishing we 
were back down in the hangar? 

The picture accompanying this story was taken 
over Crater Lake National Park, Oregon in the 
dead of winter.  There is no place to land an air-
plane here but the scenery is, well, breathtaking.  
One pilot took this picture of another pilot from 
the air, both of them flying well out of “flying sea-
son” as we know it.  Was it worth it?  Sure.  You 
know the days; the ones when you decided to 
pull the airplane out even though nobody else 
was flying and you had to get out your warmest 
hunting clothes or ski clothes or your old military 
stuff so you wouldn't freeze half to death.  You 
warmed everything up, made sure you were 
ready and the airplane was running perfectly, 
and you went up into clear, smooth, cold air.  
The airplane performed better than the book 
says it will at standard conditions, the air was 

exquisitely clear and smooth, and if you were 
only a bit younger and warmer you would have 
stayed up there forever in the beautiful fall or 
winter air enjoying the crispness and the lack of 
convective bouncing.  Like everything that is de-
licious, you probably got your fill of it pretty 
quickly and headed back for a downwind to run-
way 35 (remember that it's fall or winter and 
we're now landing and taking off to the north).  
Landing, taxiing, and parking the airplane are 
just like they always are except that it's nicer to 
be in the warmth of the hangar, listening to the 
tick-tick-tick of the engine as it cools.  It's almost 

like the engine is too hot to 
tick during the summer but 
winter brings the need for the 
engine to tick-tick-tick and 
snuggle back into the cowling 
quickly. 

So when, exactly, is flying 
season?  It's anytime you 
and your airplane can go fly.  
For the VFR-only pilots and 
airplanes, there is plenty of 

opportunity to go check the lakes for current 
rainfall, check the farms and fields to see the gi-
ant rolls of baled hay, and check the hill country 
for new homes on hilltops or deer blinds on 
hunting leases.  For the instrument pilots and 
their better-equipped airplanes, it gets even 
more interesting and challenging when the ceil-
ings come down and the radio chatter goes up 
and we can demonstrate the best of our piloting 
skills in “The Clag”.  For all of us, though, there 
is something to keep us looking skyward almost 
any time of year.  Ruling out hurricanes, severe 
thunderstorms, and high winds it's still interest-
ing to wonder exactly how much crosswind com-
ponent the airplane and pilot can handle, and if 
we have challenged ourselves in those condi-
tions lately.  There is no better time than right 
now to check to see if it's “Flying Season”!

Joe Cabe jumped out of the 
Kuhfahl Piper on a bright, 
beautiful Saturday morning, 
after asking Matt to make 
this landing a full stop — 
Joe professed he needed 
to take a much needed 
restroom break.  As he de-
parted the plane, he asked 
Matt to keep busy and do 
three landings. 

Robert Tagle noted the sun 
was getting pretty low in the sky the following 
Monday afternoon, and it was probably a good 
time to knock off the dual instruction.  There’s 
only so much coaching you can do at night at an 
unlit field.  The conversation continued: 

"So what do you think?  You ready to try?” 

Freda was in for a treat.  Robert, my instructor, 
had it in his head that I was ready to try this 
whole flying thing on my own, and he was fixin' 
to get out of the plane and see for himself.  

And I couldn't have been more prepared.  Be-
cause of his patient guidance and coaching, the 
whole experience was anticlimactic.  No butter-
flies, no apprehension.  Either I was ready, or I 
was too foolish to recognize the danger.  Freda's 
video tells the tale.  I was ready...well, ready 
enough.  I have more practice ahead of me, and 
my skills will improve with time.  But for now, all 
the major pieces followed me around the pattern 

three times, and there's enough plane left to go 
flying again tomorrow. 

And just as Ron O'Dea said it would, it hap-
pened.  I heard my flight instructor coaching me 
as if he were right there in the plane.  "Full flaps 
-- get your nose down!"  It's like it was yester-
day...especially since, in this case, it was.  

Thanks to a flying community who made this 
happen.  Robert Tagle mentored me, evaluated 
my readiness, and endorsed me as a solo stu-
dent pilot.  Then there's Joe Cabe, who is look-
ing forward to taking me to Private Pilot and be-
yond. Gerard Amzallag started me on this jour-
ney and looks forward to hearing about my pro-
gress, all the way from Alaska.  The whole com-
munity at San Geronimo Airpark and EAA Chap-
ter 35 encouraged me every step of the way.  
Kris Niswonger coached me into the air for my 
first solo in his Pterodactyl Ascender II.  Joe Kil-
lough's words of encouragement ring true: "Stop 
screwing around and get soloed so you can fly 
your own plane!"

We will be hosting the EAA's "Aluminum Over-
cast" B-17 Flying Fortress on November 19h 
through 23rd, 2009 at Stinson Airfield.
