
 

 

THE HICCUP

If you're a pilot, or even if you've 
ridden in airplanes but not flown 
them, you'll know what I'm talking 
about. I figure this hiccup lasted 
less than four tenths of a second, 
but it sure seemed like a lot longer. 

I had just changed the engine on 
my airplane and put it back in test 
phase while I broke it it and made 
sure the aircraft was ready for its 
return to service. The procedure 
for seating the rings called for not 
allowing the engine to idle or run at 
low speeds for very long, but in-
stead called for me to load it up 
right away and fly the airplane at 

cruise power with plenty of cooling. 
I was busily doing just that when 
the engine hiccuped. 

My test area is around San 
Geronimo Airpark and the plowed 
fields that adjoin the airpark are 
comforting as “auxiliary fields” 

should something during testing 
require a precautionary off-airport 
landing. However, cultivated fields 
are notorious for creating thermals 
and August afternoons are prime 
time for afternoon thermals. Cou-
pled with late summer gusts and a 
bit more crosswind than usual, the 
air around our field was a bumpy, 
dodgy, gusty test of my ability to 
keep the airplane following a

straight line and altitude downwind. 
What made it even more interesting 
was that I wasn't planning to land 
but only dropping down to pattern 
altitude to put the airplane through 
its paces around the pattern while 
maintaining cruise power and speed. 
The Pietenpol is not very comfort-
able while flying with the airspeed in 
the yellow, which is where the nee-
dle was bumping up to every now 
and then as I accustomed myself to 
the new engine's additional power 
and the descent from the cooler alti-
tude where I had just been. I was 
flying a coordinated, but bumpy, 
jerky, and fast downwind to runway 17 when the 
engine hiccuped. 

Here's the analysis for you engineers. The vol-
ume of the float chamber on the Stromberg carb 
on my A75 is about 24 cubic inches, but the float 
only travels about 1/16” from full open to full 
closed so that's only about ¾ of a cubic inch of 
float volume, or about THREE THOUSANDTHS 
of a gallon. The engine is burning roughly 4 
gal./hr, so it will consume that amount of fuel in 
four tenths of a second. As I came abeam our 
hangar (Steve and Freda sitting in their lawn 
chairs, watching me fly by), the air over the 
plowed field to the east of the runway was 
warming a patch of air particularly well, bumping 
me and the Piet suddenly up and then down in a 
heartbeat. The float in the carb popped up to the 
stop as the bottom fell out and I hit the shoulder 
straps, four tenths of a second passed, the en-
gine hiccuped, and life stopped. 

Steve and Freda were gone, the hangar was 
gone, Highway 471 was gone, the plowed field 
was gone, and the instrument panel was gone. 
The airplane was still flying but when the engine 

stops, even for a split second, all 25,000 pages 
of every instruction manual you've ever read 
flash through your mind as you try to figure out 
what just happened. 

My mind was at about Page 13,438 with blood 
draining quickly from my brain when the engine 
was again at full power, I was on downwind, air-
speed and tach were at the top of the green, 
Steve and Freda were in their lawn chairs, it was 
hot and bumpy, and I knew exactly what had just 
happened. And about 15 minutes later, I started 
breathing 
again.

MO, home of Zodiac Aircraft Company, where 
the FBO manager has a beautiful Stinson 108-3, 
a Gullwing project, and a restored Taylorcraft. 

On the 25th I pressed on to RIPON, FISKE, and 
joined a string of “friends” landing on 36 left and 
right at OSH. Why was a C-xxx taildragger flying 
the high-speed pattern with the Cozy’s and Lon-
gezes? Welcome to OSH! 

My camping neighbor, in a Navion, and I had 
lunch at the new VAA sponsored diner. Over a 
nice Turkey wrap and a BLT, we discovered that 
we had been stationed at Craig AFB in the mid 
60’s. He was a T-bird IP, I was a newly minted 
90-day-wonder student. He got out after 4 years 
and went to work for TWA, until his retirement. 
We also joined up with some other chaps, one of 
whom had just completed a hike up Mt Kiliman-
jaro to celebrate his 60th birthday. Good bunch 
to hang with over the next few days.
